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Mayor Pittman called the meeting to order at 7:00pm and announced a quorum.  Council Members present were Tim Robison, Leeanne Mackowski, Sam Eason, Ronnie Moore, and Dawn Davis.  
Staff Present: City Secretary Angie Young
Council Member Moore gave the invocation and Mayor Pittman led the assembly in the pledge of allegiance.  

Citizens Presentation

Bob Robertson spoke regarding his concerns about elected officials illegally dumping behind the Fire Department. 
Announcements

Council Member Robison thanked the Rhome Veteran’s Group for putting on the Memorial Day event, he said it was a great presentation; there was lots of effect put into it and a good turnout. 
Consent Agenda

Mayor Pittman said Public Works Supervisor Lance Petty was ill and unable to attend but that she had spoken to him and went over his report with him. Sergeant Adair read the Police Department Report and answered questions.  He also asked for a mold evaluation to be done at the Police Department.  He said they are still waiting on the arrival of their new patrol car and that they have one of the Crown Vics out of service right now.  He said they need a total of 4 – 4 vehicles.  Chief Fitch spoke to the Fire Department Report and answered questions.  He said they can and would love to hold CPR training.  City Secretary Young gave the financials for the month of May, 2016.  She also noted that property taxes are down.  She answered questions about the plans for the Civic Center and also reported that the Code Compliance program was going well.  Council Member Robison Made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda and Council Member Eason seconded the motion.  All voted aye, the motion carried.  
New Business
Chief of Police position
Mayor Pittman confirmed with City Secretary Young that the position was posted on the city website and on the Texas Municipal League website.  City Secretary Young said we have not had a very detailed job description in the past and we have one now that should result in some really good candidates.  
Brush disposal at Fire Department
Mayor Pittman announced that the city will no longer allow citizens to bring their brush to the brush pile behind the Fire Department.  She said she had brought some up over the weekend but that she removed it all.  
Citizen Presentation on Agenda Items
Mayor Pittman asked the City Attorney if it is a state requirement to allow citizen participation. City Attorney Sralla said it is not.  He noted that the Mayor has the discretion as to what to allow, and, normally the citizen presentation would come with the council discussion of the item.  Council member Moore noted that we cannot speak to a citizen presentation if it is not on the agenda.  Mr. Sralla said that a council member may only speak to fact or policy.  Council member Eason said that as it stands right now citizens cannot address an item not on the agenda.  Mayor Pittman said we have different language on the agenda than on the form.  Council member Eason said that section 1.03.005 of the Code of Ordinances does not say that a member of the audience cannot speak on an item on the agenda, unless recognized by the mayor.  
Quarterly Town Hall Meetings
Mayor Pittman addressed he idea of quarterly Town Hall meetings in order to hear concerns from citizens.  She noted that council present would not be able to comment and that they could rotate one member per meeting in order to avoid having a quorum present.  Council Member Moore said he may not be able to make all of them City Attorney Sralla said a resolution is not necessary.  If there is no quorum there is no meeting.
State of the City Address

Council Member Eason said this would be like snapshot of what’s going on for the citizens.  Mayor Pittman referred to the pages in the audit for 2014-2015 that go over this.  Council Member Eason said he would like to see this recap of the year done around November or December. 

Employee Compensation - Administration
Council Member Moore made a motion to move this item to Executive Session.  Council Member Robison seconded the motion.  Council Members Moore, Davis, and Robison voted aye; Council Members Eason and Mackowski voted nay.  The motion carried.  
OLD BUSINESS

Update on City Hall, Court, Council offices
Mayor Pittman said the relocation from 105 W. First Street is complete.  All meeting will be held at the Community Center at 261 N. School Road until further notice
Prosecutor
Council Member Moore made a motion to move the discussion regarding the prosecutor to Executive Session as it pertains to contracts.  Council Member Robison seconded the motion.  Council Members Moore, Davis, and Robison voted aye; Council Members Eason and Mackowski voted nay.  The motion carried.  

Mold remediation and repairs at City Hall
Mayor Pittman announced that the protocol is scheduled for next Wednesday at 10:00am to see what the next step is.  The city’s engineers are waiting to see what the protocol reveals before putting together a complete bid package including the mold removal. 
Update on repairs to West WWTP and I & I issues
Mayor Pittman said she spoke with the Public Works Supervisor and he said they will be sending out notice next week about smoke testing and the testing will begin the first week of July.  She noted that Lance also said they will not begin the repairs to the sewer plant until they have solved the I & I issues.  
NCTCOG 911 Emergency Communications District
Christy Williams from the North Central Texas Council of Governments spoke regarding the 911 district.  She gave a brief history of the state system and rates.  She explained that not all of the money collected by the state goes into the system and the creation of a local district through NCTCOG would all them to keep the funds local and provide better technology.  Council Member Mackowski made a motion to approve Resolution 2016-5R to join the NCTCOG 911 District and Council member Moore seconded the motion.  All voted aye, the motion carried.  
Vacancies on Planning & Zoning and Parks & Recreation Board
There are no vacancies on either board at this time.
Pavilion/Civic Center engineering diagrams and budget
Council Member Moore made a motion to move forward and strike this item from the agenda, citing the tests performed by our engineers, the legal review and due diligence of council.  Council Member Mackowski said she has not seen any engineered stamped plans.   Council Member Eason concurred that he had talked to one of our engineers and was told that while they would not put their stamp on the pad that it was safe to proceed and at the most we might experience some cracking.  Council Member Robison initially said there is no liability involved and that it got good graces and we should move forward.  Council Member Davis made a motion to move the item to Executive Session.  Council Member Eason seconded the motion.  All voted aye, the motion carried.
Fall Festival Budget

Council Member Eason said he wants to see the budget that was approved by council.  Council member Davis said that information would be in the minutes of the meeting.  Council Member Moore said the Fall Festival Committee person came to council and presented the budget. Council Members Moore, Davis, and Robison voted aye; Council Members Eason and Mackowski voted nay.  The motion carried.

Public Works Supervisor position

Council Member Moore made a motion to extend the probationary period for the Public Works Supervisor in order to give him time to get his additional licensing and his CDL.  Council Member Mackowski seconded the motion.  All voted aye, the motion carried.  
Prosecutor

Council Member Mackowski made a motion to use Taylor, Olsen, Adkins, Sralla, and Elam et al. for prosecuting services.  Council Member Moore seconded the motion.  Council Members Moore, Mackowski, Davis and Robison voted aye; Council Member Eason voted nay.  The motion carried.  

Powers of the Mayor

Council Member Eason said as long as it is possible for a Department head to say they do not report directly to the mayor then this is a problem.  Council Member Moore said she could fire anyone she wanted except with Department Heads she has to have the council’s input.  No motion was made.  

Future Agenda Items

Council Member Robison asked to discuss the Police Department’s building.  He also asked to go over the second quarter evaluations.

There being no further business, at 10:06pm Council Member Moore made a motion to adjourn and Council Member Mackowski seconded the motion.  All voted aye, the motion carried. 
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
